Abstract format rules: 

size – no more than 5 000 characters including spaces;

line spacing – one and a half;

font size – 14 Times New Roman;

margins – 2.5 cm on either side;

paragraph indent – indent of 1 cm;

the text must not contain tables, images, subscript characters or footnotes;

citations in the form of [Shepard 1956: 35] that include author’s name, year of publication and the source page;

“Bibliography” - in accordance with the GOST 7.1-2003 format.
Examples:

1. Shepard A.O., 1956. Ceramics for the Archaeologist (Carnegie Institution of Washington. Publication 609). Washington: Carnegie Institution of Washington. 414 p.

2. Morris E.A., 1974. Anna O. Shepard 1903–1971 // American Antiquity, Vol. 39, No. 3, p. 448–451.

The upper right corner of the abstracts must contain the last name, first name, patronymic, occupation, place of employment or study, academic degree and title.

Participants who are not included among the conference speakers will provide poster presentations in the form of 140x100 cm (horizontal) or 100x70 cm (vertical) format posters. 

The poster layout is to be chosen independently by the presenter and sent to the conference’s organizing committee in .pdf format for printing and displaying on the stand.

Please provide requests to use slideshows and video screenings in addition to the abstracts.

Following the conference, it is planned to publish collected papers as a separate book.
